TRIP AND SHOCK HAZARDS
Electrical cords from Christmas lights can
pose trip and shock hazards. Ensure that
cords are not left in high traffic areas, are out
of children’s reach, and only use UL or CSA
approved cords.

PREVENT CHOKING

Make sure to keep small toys, gifts, tinsel,
and breakables out of the reach of infants
and toddlers.

MEDICATION STORAGE

Ensure medications are properly stored.
Don’t leave purses with medications in areas
where children can reach them; this is a
common way children can access potentially
harmful medications.

ALLERGIES
Be aware of visitors who have food allergies
which can cause serious illness or even death.

SMOKE AND CARBON
MONOXIDE DETECTORS

Ensure that your smoke and carbon monoxide
detectors are working.

COOK SAFELY
Use rear burners to prevent clothing from
catching on fire and curious children from
burning themselves.

BE PREPARED
Ensure you have a first aid kit and that your
family knows where it is kept.
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
