Check the weather forecast and avoid driving.

If you must travel, allow extra time.

REDUCE YOUR SPEED
ACCORDING TO THE
CONDITIONS

Slow down and leave extra space between
vehicles.

POOR VISIBILITY CAN LEAD TO
ACCIDENTS

Before you leave, be sure you have sufficient
windshield washer fluid.

KEEP YOUR GAS TANK
SUFFICIENTLY FULL

At least half of a tank is recommended in
case of lengthy delays.

PULL TO THE SIDE OF THE
ROAD TO CALL FOR HELP

Be sure to keep your hazard lights on and,
if possible, place cones or reflectors behind
your vehicle to assist with visibility.

BE PREPARED BY BRINGING AN
EMERGENCY DRIVER’S KIT

winter: blanket, warm clothes, snow scraper,
shovel, chains, towing cable, hazard cones or
reflectors, and jumper cables, as wells as a
flashlight and fresh batteries, matches and a
candle, non-perishable food, and emergency
phone numbers.
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
